1. Measure and mark finished porch height. 2. Deduct any dimensions above bracket.
(ie. flooring and misc. framing.)

3. Using bottom mark, locate top outside hole
and drill 1/2” hole.

4. Tap in supplied anchor. 5. Apply bracket support tab and hand tight-
en bolt.

6. Level bracket and drill remaining 5  holes.

7. Drill remaining holes and tap in remaining
anchors and secure. (Refer to note 4 and
tips.)

8. Apply required framing using all thread
rod, washers and nuts. (See note 4) Repeat
steps 1-8 for remaining two brackets.
